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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
     Some of you have asked me to clarify what was meant by the recent declaration of Pope Francis that will grant 
to priests all over the world the authority to forgive the sin of abortion in the Sacrament of Reconciliation during 
the Jubilee Year of Mercy, which opens on December 8.  This declaration has caused some perplexity.  Cannot 
all sins be forgiven? The answer is yes, but not always right away.  Certain serious sins not only involve the loss 
of grace but also bring with it a penalty which is imposed by Canon Law.  Such penalties sometimes require the 
priest who hears the confession to ask permission to absolve from a higher authority in the Church. 
 
     A priest is able to forgive sins in the Name of Jesus by virtue of his ordination and the faculty granted to him by 
his bishop or religious superior.  This faculty is withheld for certain sins which are also ecclesiastical crimes.  For 
these, a priest must obtain the faculty to absolve from his bishop or the Apostolic Penitentiary in Rome since the 
absolution will restore the soul to grace and lift the canonical penalty.  The appeal by the priest is done without 
revealing the name of the penitent.  It should be noted, however, that if the penitent is in danger of death, any 
priest is able to absolve any sin and remit any Church penalty so that the penitent is able to die in the state of 
grace and in communion with Christôs Church.   
 
     Some of the crimes reserved to the Apostolic See for absolution are apostasy, heresy and schism, the 
desecration of the Eucharist, a physical attack on the pope, the violation by a priest of the seal of Confession, and 
abortion.  All these crimes result in automatic excommunication.  The Church is the society of believers, and just 
like civil society imposes punishment for certain acts that threaten its well-being and good order, so does the 
Church.  The purpose of the punishment is not only to balance the scales of justice and to encourage reform in 
the perpetrator, but also to serve as a deterrent to all such crimes.   
 
     Certain conditions must be present for a person to suffer automatic excommunication.  One of them is that the 
individual had to know that such an act is punishable by excommunication; for most women who obtain an 
abortion, this is not the case.  Therefore, they are not excommunicated and can be absolved by a priest without 
further recourse.  However, even if a person was aware that he or she would be excommunicated and committed 
the crime anyway, he or she can still be absolved without recourse to a higher Church authority if it would be hard 
for the penitent to remain in a state of serious sin during the time it would take to receive the faculty to absolve.  
Practically speaking, this means that just about every penitent can be immediately absolved; once a person is 
convicted by his/her conscience, it is surely difficult to live with the guilt.  By this proviso in Canon Law, the 
Church reveals herself as a Mother who is merciful to her children.   
 
     A further clarification:  Canon Law allows a local bishop to give his priests the faculty to immediately absolve 
the sin of abortion if he judges it to be pastorally advantageous.  He might not judge it to be advantageous if he 
believes that the granting of the faculty would result in more abortions or a decrease in the sense of the gravity of 
the sin.  Archbishop Chaput and his immediate predecessors have not judged this to be the case.  For a number 
of years the faculty to immediately forgive abortion has been enjoyed by all priests in the Archdiocese of 
Philadelphia.  Therefore, the popeôs declaration has no practical effect for us.     
 
     The requirement of recourse to a higher authority before absolution is more theoretical than practical due to 
the fact that the law itself states that a priest can absolve whenever it would be hard on the penitent to remain for 
even one day more in a state of sin.  So why not change the law?  Probably because of its pedagogical value.  
Canon Law not only organizes believers, it also teaches them.  The severity of the penalty is another way for the 
Church to emphasize that certain sins are so dangerous to the salvation of souls and destructive of Church unity 
that they must be avoided at all cost.
